We have recently made some big decisions about expanding our Chestnuts class 

(Preschool). This is because we have noticed how well pupils transition into the 

Reception year when they have attended Chestnuts and because demand is 

growing.  

From September 2025: 

 Chestnuts will be in the room that is currently adjacent to Oak, behind the 

temporary wall. This will allow us to take in more children and to keep access 

to the outside play area. Willow will be next door.  

 Children will be able to start when they are 2 years 9 months, rather than 

currently, aged 3. 

 We will be staying open till 5pm on days when the demand is there. The plan 

is for this eventually to be daily.  

We know that our Preschool is excellent and our staff are highly experienced, caring and 

knowledgeable. Ofsted in 2024 were so incredibly impressed with what we offer the youngest 

children so it makes sense to expand this community provision.
